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Ghadar Movement: A Determination for Freedom 

 

The Ghadar Movement, started in 1913 in San Francisco, was a signifi-

cant revolutionary campaign aimed at ending British rule in India. It was 

initiated by a group of Indian expatriates who had settled in North Ameri-

ca, particularly in the US and Canada. These immigrants faced racial dis-

crimination and economic hardships, which fueled their resentment 

against British rule in India. Prominent leaders such as Lala Har Dayal, 

Sohan Singh Bhakna, and Kartar Singh Sarabha played crucial roles in 

the formation of the Ghadar Party.The movement was officially launched 

on November 1, 1913, with the establishment of the Ghadar Party in San 

Francisco. The primary objective of the Ghadarites was to organize a 

mass uprising in India to overthrow British rule and establish a democrat-

ic republic. 

One of the most influential tools of the Ghadar Movement was its news-

paper, Ghadar. The newspaper was published in several languages, includ-

ing Punjabi, Hindi, Urdu, and English, to reach a broad audience. It called 

for an armed revolt against British rule and spread revolutionary ideas 

among Indians worldwide. The newspaper was secretly brought into India 

and widely shared, sparking strong feelings against British rule among the 

Indian people. 

With the onset of World War I, the Ghadarites saw an opportunity to 

strike. They planned an extensive uprising in 1915, targeting British mili-

tary installations across India. Unfortunately, the plan was betrayed, lead-

ing to defensive arrest and execution of many leaders and participants by 

British authorities. Despite its immediate failure, the Ghadar Move-

ment had a lasting impact. It inspired future revolutionaries and 

highlighted the global nature of India’s struggle for independence. 
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The movement’s emphasis was on secularism, democracy, and 

armed resistance. 

to free their homeland from colonial rule. The movement’s legacy 

continues to be a symbol of resistance and patriotism, inspiring fu-

ture generations to strive for justice and equality. The People of In-

dian Origin and the NRI’s residing in the same countries should re-

member how this movement shaped the Indian Freedom Struggle 

and inspired a large section of society. In today’s time the massive 

misleading processions against India by our own people, indirectly 

supported by certain governments in the same countries, is very 

unfortunate and should be stopped.
